Jim hung up his spikes in 1957 after several years of attempting to rehabilitate an injury to his 

pitching arm.  Jim graduated from The Ohio State University in 

1963 with a degree in Industrial Engineering. Jim continued to play ball in recreational leagues while 

pursuing his career in manufacturing and raising a family.  In 1970, Jim and Joyce divorced and Jim 

embarked on a series of jobs that lead him, eventually, to Winchester Indiana where he met his third wife, 

Vivian. They married in 1978. They lived together until Vivian's death from cancer in 2005. In the twenty-

seven years of the marriage, Jim gained the affection and reverence of his four step-children, Dodie Ferrell 

of Nashville, TN, Richard Ferrell of Nashville, TN, Jerry Ferrell of Keller, TX and April Steen of Ft.
