When they didn't show up for work yesterday morning, Moore went to their house looking for them. 

"I haven't talked to them since Thursday; nobody in the whole family has heard from them since Thursday," he told the 

dispatcher.  

Coins littered the driveway, he said.  

Neighbors described a nice, friendly couple who worked long hours to make their business successful.  

They were security conscious. The couple got Blitz, the Doberman, and installed backyard lighting and a security 

system after their garage was broken into before, perhaps six years ago, said neighbor Betty Bright.  

The couple stored merchandise on the premises, Bright said, wondering whether a thief targeted the house for that 

reason.  

Brightôs daughter, Charity Smith, who said she grew up with Jeremy Moore, said the family was "super nice."  

James Blair, the neighbor on the other side of the house, was stunned, too.  

"Something like that doesn't happen here," he said. "Especially to Jim and Karen. Everyone seemed to like them. I just 

canôt imagine that anyone would want to hurt them."  

Yesterday, sheriff's detectives combed through the house with help from the Ohio Bureau of Criminal Identification and 

Investigation.
